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In the ‘United Nations Climate Change Conference’ in Copenhagen, China announced and 
promised to reduce CO  emission by 40%~45% by the year of 2020, compared with year 2005. 
China owns the largest market in the world construction industry; nearly half of the construction 
projects are being built in China.
China has a total construction of 43 billion square meters, only 4% of which take energy saving 
measures. 
China constructs 1.6 ~2 billion square meters every year, over 95% of which are high energy 
consumption projects. Each square meter releases 0.8t carbon.
The energy consumption of heating, air conditioning, ventilation and lighting occupies over 40% 
of the energy consumption.

As the environment becomes worse and worse, the whole world is facing huge challenge. 
60% of carbon emission is from architecture, which is now a serious problem for the 
construction industry. Chinese government is publishing strict laws and regulations over 
this matter. So LC (low carbon) architecture is a future trend to China construction 
industry. Architects, plays an important role in this transformation.

With the theme of ‘Better city, better life’, Expo Shanghai 2010 well illustrated the 
sustainable, low carbon and high-tech ideas of future architecture. Should we draw 
experience? How to make this trial into future practice? In October, we will have a result 
how these projects run, by then, do the architects have any feelings about their proud 
works? What are the opinions of architects, professionals on the development of China’s 
low-carbon architecture?

China Architectural Forum 2010 will give you an answer. During the forum, you’ll be able 
to share experiences, exchange ideas, and reach cooperation. The forum will certainly 
guide the development of low carbon architecture in ‘post-expo’ period.
